We, the undersigned residents of Canada, to draw the attention of the following in Ottawa: 
THAT
The Blasphemy Laws of Pakistan (Section 295-B & 295-C of the penal code) are a violation of fundamental human rights, which in practice promote religious hatred and violence. These laws are used as an excuse to attack, persecute and terrorize members of religious minorities, in particular Pakistani Christians, and are often used to settle personal vendettas. As well, a Muslim cleric has recently called for a ban on the Bible in Pakistan, which if accepted by the Supreme Court of Pakistan, would worsen the suffering and persecution faced by Christians in that country. Many innocent persons are already imprisoned under the current blasphemy laws, including Asia Bibi, a Christian mother of four children, who faces a death sentence.

THEREFORE 
We request that the Canadian Parliament, as a member of the international community, call upon the government of Pakistan to repeal the Blasphemy Laws in their current form, and take steps to provide universal protection for all faiths, as well as to reject any suggestion about banning the Bible. We the undersigned would also respectfully request the immediate release of Asia Bibi and others imprisoned under these laws.
