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Journées Mondiales Jeunesses 2023 — Participation d’un groupe du diocése

Cet €té, un groupe du diocese de Prince Albert, accompagné de quelques personnes du diocése de Keewatin-Le Pas sont allés aux
Journées Mondiales Jeunesses qui avaient lieues au Portugal en juillet et en aodt dernier.

A notre arrivée, Padre Vitor et quelques pélerins étaient la avec un autobus pour nous emmener
a Ribeira Grande, notre ville hétesse. Notre arrivée dans la ville se passa en grandes pompes et
circonstances. D’ailleurs, ce sont les pompiers avec leur fanfare locale qui nous y accueillirent.
Le temps de manger un bon repas avec les locaux dans un café et nous avons pris la route chez
nos familles. Moi et un autre pelerin furent accueillis par Rosaria, Mario et leur fils de 13 ans,
Manuel. lls nous gatérent pendant toute la semaine
en nous offrant a manger (beaucoup de délicieuse
nourriture), a boire et en nous faisant vivre de belles
expériences dans ce paradis pittoresque.

A S3o Miguel, nous avons eu la chance de visiter plusieurs
églises, des musées, des sources volcaniques, une fabrique de
thé, sans oublier un couvent de sceurs clarisses cloitrées. Sans
oublier la plage et les paysages a couper le souffle! Un jour,
nous sommes allés a Ponta Delgada (la capitale de 1’ile) et
nous avons rencontré tous les pélerins des fles Agores. Nous avons fait une processmn avec un tapls de
. fleurs et nous avons célébré la messe et priés tous ensemble. C’est certainement avec le ceeur lourd, mais
avec une certaine excitation face a la suite que nous avons quitté cette Tle charmante et ses formidables habitants.

La deuxieme partie de notre aventure fut tout autant palpitante. Nous sommes allés & Lisbonne pour participer
aux principaux événements des Journées Mondiales Jeunesses 2023. Nos accommodations étaient pour la plupart
un plancher dans une salle de classe. Nous devions manger de la nourriture rapide et vivre en vie communale, &
utiliser des toilettes et des douches publiques. Tout un contraste avec la semaine précédente!

A Lisbonne, nous avons eu la chance de prier avec le Pape Francois et avec 1,5 million de pélerins, venant de
toutes les régions du monde. L’expérience fut électrifiante pour tous! Singapour, Dubai, les Philippines, la
France, le Brésil, etc. ne sont que quelques-unes des délégations avec lesquelles nous avons échangé. De plus, il
était trés commun d’entendre des gens chanter dans leur langue maternelle les chants de leur pays, bien souvent
a tue-téte dans ’autobus ou dans le métro. La ville était prise d’assaut par les pélerins et par I’amour de Jésus.

Les matins, nous assistions a la catéchése Rise Up. Ces sessions parlaient d’amitié sociale, de 1’écologie intégrale

et de I'importance du pardon. Ce qui devient important ici c’est d’étre capable de bien respecter les autres et notre environnement sur
cette planéte. Le tout se terminait toujours avec une messe. Nous avons aussi pris part au sacrement de réconciliation lors de la derniére
journée.

Environ 4 000 pelerins sont venus chanter et danser sur des rythmes des
cultures anglophones, francophones, autochtones et ukrainiennes dans un parc de Lisbonne. Nous avons
méme pu prier avec notre cardinal et primat de 1’Eglise canadienne, Monseigneur Gérard Cyprien Lacroix.

Le point culminant de notre aventure fut certainement la veillée et la messe dominicale avec le Pape ——
Francois. Notre aventure débuta vers 10 h du matin ou notre groupe pris la route pour le Campo da Graca. "
Nous avons marché dans une chaleur de 35 a 40 degrés Celsius en plein soleil pendant des heures, pour
enfin nous établir dans notre camp de grace et préparer un espace pour prier et dormir a la belle étoile. Nous
recevions tous un sac de nourriture de pelerins. Saucisses, sardines en conserve, pain bagel, jus en boite,
croustilles aux pommes, barres tendes, doubles ou triples bouteilles d’eau étaient nos rations. C’étaient des
repas bien sobres, mais bien plus qu’assez pour nous aider a survivre 24 heures. Il fallait aussi transporter
des matelas et des sacs de couchage, ainsi qu’un petit sac de médicaments et de toilettage pour nous aider a passer la journée. Nous nous
sommes installés dans un champ, sous un soleil de plomb et un vent moyennement fort, autour de 3 h de ’aprés-midi. Entretemps, le
champ s’est rempli de gens de partout et la féte a commencé.

Sur place, il y avait des tentes médicales pour les gens ayant des coups de chaleur, des milliers de
toilettes portables et des stations d’eau. Avec toute cette chaleur, pres de 4 000 pelerins ont eu des
coups de chaleur. C’était assez éprouvant, mais ¢a a valu le coup a 100 %.

Voici pourquoi. Nous avons célébré 1’adoration pendant la veillée avec 1,5 millions de personnes.
Vous pouvez imaginer la puissance de la connexion avec
Dieu! Sans oublier le fait de rencontrer des gens de partout,
de prier avec le monde entier, de prendre des photos
ensemble. C’est difficile de mettre en mots! Apres la vigile,
nous avons dormi a la belle étoile. La nuit fut courte pour certains, puisque le clergé devait quitter
a 5 h du matin pour aller célébrer la messe. Nous nous sommes réveillés vers 7 h du matin, sous
le son d’un remix d’un DJ prétre qui nous a fait danser en pleine matinée. Vint ensuite la messe
célébrée par le Pape Francois, avec 1,5 millions de gens. Quelle belle expérience!

Le retour a notre base de Lisbonne fut encore une fois trés difficile a cause de ’extréme chaleur et de la quantité de gens présent, mais
I’expérience en a totalement valu le coup. Epuisés, nous sommes allés nous coucher ce soir-la avec beaucoup de beaux souvenirs et une
foi plus forte que jamais.

Nous avons ensuite passé quelques jours a visiter la péninsule ibérique. Nous avons célébré une messe et prié a Fatima, endroit ou trois
petits paysans portugais avaient parlé a notre Sainte Mére Marie en 1917. Nous avons aussi visité Porto, Saint Jacques de Compostelle
et la cathédrale ou les pelerins finissent leur pelerinage. Finalement, nous avons visité Madrid et sommes revenus au Canada, avec une
foi, une espérance et une amour plus forte.
